4.1 [bookmark: _bookmark10]Good Governance and Constitutionalism

Despite Kenya's progressive Constitution, implementation gaps remain in areas of integrity, public participation, and citizen oversight. Corruption, opacity in procurement, and exclusion from local governance processes undermine service delivery and weaken democratic institutions. According to the Ethics and Anti-Corruption Commission (EACC), integrity violations and poor enforcement of Chapter Six have consistently ranked among the top governance concerns. Public trust is also strained by frequent reports of misappropriation at both national and county levels.

USAP’s governance platform is grounded in Article 10 and Chapter Six of the Constitution, and reinforced by the USAP Constitution which commits the party to uphold transparency, service, and rule of law in all organs (see USAP Constitution, Article 3.1(d) and (e)).

USAP will advance governance reforms from the legislature, civic networks, and legal activism., civic networks, and legal activism.

4.2 [bookmark: _bookmark11]Economic Equity and Local Wealth Creation
Kenya’s economy remains vulnerable to inequality, high unemployment, and over- centralisation of capital. Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises (MSMEs), which account for about 90% of private sector enterprises, face stiff barriers in accessing finance and market linkages. Youth unemployment remains over 35% in some counties, and economic opportunities are still concentrated in a few urban areas. These challenges perpetuate regional disparities, hinder innovation, and reinforce intergenerational poverty.

USAP is committed to building an equitable economy as outlined under Article 43 of the Constitution and Article 3.1(g) of the USAP Constitution which emphasises the promotion of sustainable livelihoods and economic empowerment through inclusive participation.

USAP will champion inclusive economics rooted in cooperatives, SMEs, and local productivity. rooted in cooperatives, SMEs, and local productivity.

· Sponsor amendments to the MSME Act to simplify registration and remove annual license burdens for startups under 3 years
· Push for conditional grants to counties for industrial parks and jua kali sheds
· Lobby Treasury to ring-fence 10% of Equalisation Fund for marginalised enterprise zones
· Mobilise local chambers and SACCOs to set up joint venture youth funds per constituency rooted in cooperatives, SMEs, and local productivity.
4.3 [bookmark: _bookmark12]Education, Research, and Innovation

Education is enshrined as a right under Article 53(1)(b) of the Constitution and is further supported by the USAP Constitution. The United Super Alliance Party (USAP), in line with Article 13(p) of its Constitution, is committed to promoting social programmes that ensure access to quality education for all citizens. Recognising education as a foundation for
improving quality of life and realising fundamental human rights, the Party affirms its role in supporting systems that empower individuals and communities through learning. USAP upholds education as a key driver of national development and social transformation, and will actively support inclusive, rights-based educational initiatives that reflect Kenya’s constitutional values and development priorities.

· Sponsor a Basic Education Amendment Bill to guarantee school feeding in arid counties
· Propose budget motions to increase TVET bursary allocations by 50% through the NG- CDF Act
· Establish USAP-run constituency digital labs using open-source tools and partnerships
· Train 1,000 USAP Youth Ambassadors annually to deliver civic education on education rights and careers
· Advocate reforms in Higher Education Financing to introduce hybrid grant-loan models that cater to the most vulnerable and underrepresented students



4.4 [bookmark: _bookmark13]Health and Social Protection

Despite constitutional guarantees under Article 43, many Kenyans still struggle to access quality healthcare, especially in remote and underserved areas. Out-of-pocket expenses account for nearly 25% of health spending, disproportionately affecting poor households. Vulnerable groups such as persons with disabilities (PWDs), the elderly, and orphans face systemic exclusion in service provision. Community health services remain underfunded, and social protection programmes often suffer from targeting errors and corruption.

USAP’s vision of social protection and health equity is grounded in Article 13(i) of its Constitution, which commits the Party to ending poverty, hunger, and disease, and promoting the health and well-being of all citizens through improved nutrition and sustainable agriculture. While the Constitution does not explicitly reference public financing or social services, the Party’s broader commitment to a healthy nation affirms its support for accessible, people- centred health interventions that contribute to social equity and national development.

· Propose a County Assembly Motion for community health workers to be paid under PHC framework
· Campaign for the review of SHIF benefits and equitable facility accreditation
· Partner with legal NGOs to challenge discriminatory access to health for PWDs
· Set up Health Accountability Forums in each ward to track UHC rollout
· Introduce a Citizen Amendment to the Social Assistance Act to expand elderly cash transfers through advocacy and policy.
4.5 [bookmark: _bookmark14]Environmental Sustainability and Climate Justice
Kenya faces increasing environmental threats driven by climate change, rapid urbanisation, and unsustainable resource use. Forest degradation, erratic rainfall, flooding, food insecurity, and pollution are worsening the living conditions of millions particularly in marginalised regions. Environmental sustainability and climate justice are therefore central to safeguarding Kenya's future, and to ensuring that no community is left behind in our development journey. USAP recognises that ecological justice must go hand in hand with economic empowerment, especially for youth and rural populations.

Article 42 of the Constitution guarantees every person the right to a clean and healthy environment. USAP reinforces its commitment to environmental sustainability under Articles 13(k) and 13(l) of its Constitution. The Party advocates for urgent climate action through emissions regulation, public awareness on adaptation and mitigation, afforestation, reforestation, and promotion of clean and renewable energy. It further commits to sound environmental policies that support sustainable development and responsible use of natural resources.
· USAP will protect ecosystems and push localised green development models. and push localised green development models.
· Draft County Climate Action Bills to enforce tree-planting targets, rainwater harvesting, and solar school installations
· Mobilise CBOs and ward-level green volunteers through a USAP Eco-Watch programme
· Advocate climate funding access for youth-led farming and green start-ups
· Introduce education reforms to integrate climate curriculum at primary and secondary levels

4.6 [bookmark: _bookmark15]Youth, Women, and Marginalised Group Inclusion

Despite constitutional provisions for inclusion under Articles 27, 55, and 100, youth, women, and marginalised groups continue to face barriers in representation, access to funding, and participation in governance. Only 23% of Kenya’s Parliament is composed of women, and youth unemployment remains a major concern. Structural inequalities, patriarchy, and unequal education access further marginalise women and persons with disabilities in leadership and economic activities.

USAP’s commitment to inclusion is not merely aspirational—it is formally codified in its Constitution and Election and Nomination Rules. Article 13(n) of the Constitution commits the Party to promoting gender equity and implementing the two-thirds gender principle at all levels of leadership. In line with this, various provisions in the Election and Nomination Rules require that no more than two-thirds of elected officials at all party levels be of one gender, and that women, youth, persons with disabilities, and other marginalised groups be actively included. Rule 25 further supports their participation through affirmative action measures such as discounted nomination fees.

· USAP will prioritise legislation, funding, and mobilisation of special interest groups, funding, and mobilisation of special interest groups.
· Amend the Public Appointments Act to create a 35% youth inclusion quota in non-state boards receiving public funds, funding, and mobilisation of special interest groups.
· Propose affirmative procurement monitoring units in Parliament to enforce the 30% reservation
· Establish Women and Youth Budget Advocacy Forums in each county
· Facilitate a National Inclusive Leadership Summit annually with marginalised leaders and donors
· Amend the Public Appointments Act to create a 35% youth inclusion quota in non-state boards receiving public funds

4.7 [bookmark: _bookmark16]Peace, Security, and National Unity

Kenya’s history of electoral conflict, ethnic tension, and regional insecurity continues to challenge efforts at cohesion. Inadequate early warning systems, politicisation of security, and exclusion of local actors have limited the impact of peacebuilding programmes. Reports by the National Cohesion and Integration Commission (NCIC) indicate that political incitement, land disputes, and inequitable resource allocation fuel unrest, especially during election cycles.

USAP’s approach to national unity is grounded in Article 10(2)(b) of the Constitution and reinforced in article 3.1(b) of the USAP Constitution affirms the Party’s commitment to promoting national unity, peaceful co-existence, equitable representation, and conflict transformation. These principles form the cornerstone of USAP’s vision for a just and cohesive society built on mutual respect and inclusion.USAP will invest in dialogue, policy reform, and local peace infrastructures., policy reform, and local peace infrastructures.

· Introduce a National Cohesion and Mediation Bill to give teeth to peace committees
· Support devolved conflict mapping through the NSC and Ministry of Interior
· Mobilise clergy and elders under the USAP Peace Forum to address ethnic tensions
· Propose electoral reforms to ensure political party discipline and coalition enforcement mechanisms
· Establish a Diaspora Representation Desk to push for inclusive diaspora voting and policy consultation, policy reform, and local peace infrastructures.

5. [bookmark: _bookmark17]IMPLEMENTATION AND DELIVERY FRAMEWORK

USAP recognises that manifesto commitments are only meaningful if translated into measurable outcomes. This section outlines how the party will ensure that its policy agenda is realised through structured coordination, performance monitoring, and citizen engagement. Guided by implementation best practices across established governance and political structures in Kenya, this framework is grounded in institutionalised party structures, public accountability tools, and legislative engagement.

1. USAP Manifesto Delivery Secretariat (MDS): A national technical unit that will coordinate with the NEC, elected leaders, and policy partners to translate each pillar of the manifesto into timelines, legislation, and county-specific initiatives.
2. Parliamentary and County Assembly Caucuses: Elected USAP legislators will be organised into policy caucuses aligned to the seven manifesto pillars. These caucuses will be tasked with introducing motions, bills, and amendments aligned with USAP priorities.
3. County Implementation Clusters: Regional implementation forums bringing together MCAs, civil society, religious leaders, and professionals to adapt the manifesto to each county’s needs and to monitor delivery.
4. Grassroots Mobilisation Units: Each ward shall have a structured USAP Ward Mobilisation Team trained in civic education, issue tracking, and community-led advocacy. These units will report quarterly on progress.
5. Annual Scorecard and Midterm Review: USAP will publish a public-facing Annual Manifesto Scorecard and conduct a comprehensive Midterm Review, benchmarking its progress against the strategic goals set in this document.
6. Digital Manifesto Tracker: Launch of an interactive online platform where citizens can track USAP’s legislative performance, county programmes, and delivery

milestones. This tool will promote transparency, feedback, and data-informed adjustments.
7. Strategic Partnerships: The party will engage with think tanks, legal networks, professional associations, and community-based organisations to generate data, policy drafts, and strategic advice. This ecosystem will ensure evidence-based and inclusive implementation.

This framework ensures that USAP's work is visible, verifiable, and continuously accountable to the people. to coordinate technical experts and citizen feedback

· Publish a Mid-Term Manifesto Audit Report every two years for party accountability
· Establish Party Programmes Teams across all counties to ensure manifesto goals are tracked locally
· Link policy priorities to national and county budget cycles through structured submissions and petitions

The USAP Manifesto is firmly anchored in Kenya’s constitutional and legal framework, ensuring that all proposals are not only visionary but legally enforceable and institutionally viable. The legal and policy alignment draws explicitly from the Constitution of Kenya 2010, the Political Parties Act, and the USAP Constitution and Election Rules.

USAP recognises the primacy of the Constitution under Article 2, and is committed to promoting Article 10 (National Values and Principles), Article 38 (Political Rights), Article 43 (Economic and Social Rights), and Article 174 (Objects of Devolution). These constitutional provisions inform the party’s commitment to equity, participation, inclusivity, and social justice.

The following frameworks are foundational to our manifesto:

· The Constitution of Kenya 2010: All proposed legislative and policy actions are consistent with its Bill of Rights, governance chapters, and devolution principles. USAP will champion laws that strengthen Chapter Six (Leadership and Integrity), Article 232 (values in public service), and Article 118 (public participation).

· Political Parties Act (2011): USAP complies with this Act’s requirements on democratic organisation, fair nomination procedures, transparency in finances, and accountability to members and the Registrar of Political Parties, as reinforced in Rule
3.1 and Rule 4.1 of the USAP Nomination and Election Rules, which outline the principles of internal democracy, member rights, and procedural fairness.
· Elections Act (2011): All commitments relating to electoral reform, inclusion, and candidate selection will be carried out in line with the provisions of this Act. USAP has embedded internal procedures for nominations, appeals, and dispute resolution as provided under the party’s Nomination and Election Rules.
· County Governments Act (2012): USAP’s county-level strategies — including participation, planning, and budgeting — are anchored in Sections 91–115 of this Act, especially regarding citizen forums and integrated development planning.
· Public Finance Management (PFM) Act: Proposals on budget advocacy, equitable resource sharing, and monitoring of public expenditure are grounded in this law. USAP will support amendments to increase transparency in the national and county budget cycles.
· Leadership and Integrity Act (2012): All USAP aspirants and office bearers are subject to Chapter Six compliance checks and lifestyle audits, as outlined in Rule 10.1 of the USAP Nomination and Election Rules, which mandates integrity screening in accordance with the Constitution of Kenya and the Leadership and Integrity Act.
· Vision 2030 and MTP IV: This manifesto aligns with Kenya’s long-term national development agenda, particularly the third and fourth Medium-Term Plans that prioritise equity, job creation, environmental sustainability, and digital transformation.

By rooting every proposal in legally binding instruments, USAP ensures that its manifesto is not aspirational rhetoric but a practical, lawful roadmap for governance and development.
